Martin 

Luther and the reformation 

described it as the Priesthood of 

all Believers and certainly in 

theory we prescribe to this, but  

some had the sentiment at con-

ference that in practice we are 

much too concerned about 

òletting the professional do it.ó  

The teaching from the keynote 

speaker was that every time the 

Pastor does something it pre-

vents another person from par-

ticipating in ministry.  His direc-

tion was to let go of some 

òclergy functionsó and release 

people to do ministry.
